NORTHERN TERRITORY NOTICES OF MOTIONS 

SCCA CONFERENCE 2011

DISCUSSION POINTS
Code of Conduct / Behaviour
1.    SCCA to develop a Code of Conduct which is a requirement to be signed by member club members when issued with an SCCA Licence - unbecoming conduct, especially physical or mental abuse beyond the current Duration of a Meeting definition (currently one hour after the last race) needs to be urgently look at.  Should this be agreed to by the delegates, NOM to be formulated to cover this issue if required.
2.    Rule 5.13 (iv) Provisional Licences for new drivers are not being issued by the states as required under this rule.  States need to be directed to enforce this requirement so that new drivers are easily identifiable and notated as ineligible to compete at high profile events (WSS  -  Australian Title etc..  New drivers (one meeting only) were competing at WSS events this year and whilst placing them at the rear helped, being lapped twice in a 10 lap race is not a satisfactory result.
3.   Consider a National Tyre contract - SCCA put a tender out to each company before each season and get a set price for the season from each company for tyres.  This will make tyre companies more competitive in price and give the teams a choice if they want to go for price or brand and teams be able to use any brand at any track as long as it is the same compound.
4.    Delete payments for heat races in Australian titles and distribute monies throughout the Saturday Main events.  
5.    Traction Control Rule 6.16 (vi) – This is becoming increasingly difficult to police.  MSD boxes checked throughout WSS, none had the plastic base attached (as per rule 6.16 (vi) and it would appear that no one  in Australia knows how to diagnostically check for it.  Traction Control can also be fitted to the magnito (in behind where the wiring loom enters the main body of the Maggie) and is also now available in the brake system and fuel system.  Traction control can be turned on/off remotely, either by the driver or apparently by observers outside the racing area.  If discussion requires a rule change, this discussion to allow such changes.
6.    National Conference – proposed to include a Stewards Conference and Tech Officers Conference, schedule to run as follows:
    Friday    Stewards Conference – State and National Stewards to be given NOM’s specific to rule changes, discuss the changes and make recommendations to the National conference on Saturday as to any issues.  (Reason – Stewards need to implement any new rules but rarely have any input into the viability of such rule changes)
    Friday – Technical Conference – State and National Tech Offices to be given NOM’s specific to specification changes, discuss the changes and make recommendations to the National conference on Saturday as to any issues.  (Reason – Tech Officers need to implement any new specifications but rarely have any input into the viability of such rule changes)
    Saturday – National Conference – Throughout the conference, when a NOM specific to either a racing rule or specification is discussed, the National Steward or the National Tech Officer (as relevant) to place before the delegates any issues identified form their respective discussions relevant to the proposed NOM.
    Sunday – National Conference – to continue to conclusion
7.    Infield passing – SCCA to discuss methods of preparing a race track which reduces or minimises the opportunity for drivers to run on the infield and thereby simplify the decision process placed on race stewards.  Consider discussions with promoters and Speedway Australia to implement solutions such as 
        a.    Pole line placement of styrofoam blocks, speed humps or raised kerb areas
        b.    Timing loop to be placed infield of pole line – possibly 500mm – whereby the timing system will advise of use of the infield (this technology is available but would be an upfront cost for promoters in the short term – perhaps around 5k – mylaps and natsoft both have the ability to receive a second loop signal and the current placement of the Tx unit on the car would allow for an accurate and consistent placement of the vehicle should it cross this infield loop. etc.)

RULE 6.10 (iv) (b)
Amend from current version to read
      (b) (1) Right rear tyre minimum compound equivalent to Hoosier Wav or D15, (Goodyear and American Racers equivalent to be confirmed at conference).
            (2) Each car is limited to 2 right rear tyres per event.  (suggested one tyre for qualify and heats, second tyre for feature event).  Should a driver damage a tyre (cut – blown, flat etc.), driver has the option of producing a similarly warn tyre to replace the damaged one.
      Methodology – The high cost to drivers/owners for tyres is of concern as many tracks throughout Australia produce dry slick/rubber down surfaces.
RULE 7.4 (viii) RACE STARTS
Amend from current version to read
      If the start of a race is considered by the chief steward to be a false start due to either/both drivers on the front row breaking formation or move up or down towards the other driver prior to the green flag/light, both drivers will be warned by raceiver as being the cause of a false start.  If either/both driver on the front row again breaks formation or move up or down towards the other driver on a second occasion prior to the green flag/light, both drivers will be penalised by being placed one row back on the restart and advised by raceiver of the penalty imposed.  A sprintcar not keeping up may be considered to have broken the formation.
Methodology – To gain a race start advantage, one or both drivers tend to crowd/intimidate each other or jump the start/hang back.  Often it is difficult from the steward’s position to fairly judge which car is causing the false start.  It is felt that implementation of this rule will place the responsibility of a clean start on both drivers or both drivers receive a small penalty.
RULE 7.4 RACE STARTS (NEW RULE)
Insert as part (v) and reorder remaining rules accordingly.
      Once a sprintcar has started, the driver of a sprintcar must not cause the sprintcar to break traction whilst on a yellow light until called up per raceiver or indicated by a race official to form up behind the pace car
    Methodology – on too many occasions, whilst officials are on track during race starts (cleaning fences, removing debris, directing drivers to track pack in specific areas), sprintcar drivers break traction, generally to get a feel for the track, quite often at high speeds.  This has led to many situations where officials are placed in a dangerous situation and could lead to a serious incident (OH&S issue)
RULE 7.6 ( i ) LAPPED CARS 
Amend from current version to read
      In any restart, lapped cars will retain their positions in the line up as per the previously recorded lap or as directed by the Chief Steward.
      Methodology – Cars further back in the field, especially on longer races, once lapped by the lead car, cannot compete for position with cars in front that have not been lapped.  Especially in a points series (WSS etc.), lapped cars  are seriously disadvantaged.
RULE 7.10 FLAT TYRES
    Rule needs to be completely rewritten
    Methodology – This rule now allows any driver who has a flat tyre (other then F/L) to change that tyre during certain yellow/red light stoppages but is then required to be Mechanical flagged off the race track. – in what circumstance during the first lap of a main event would this become an advantage to justify changing the tyre.
RULE 9 FRIDAY NIGHT A MAIN POINTS
Amend from the current version to read
    20 Car field 20 19.5 19 18.5 and down to 20th position – rest of this rule to remain as is.
    20 Car field for A Main Feature on Saturday night – take four transfers from the B main
